AICRP ON AGROFORESTRY WORKSHOP AT KARNAL
BETWEEN 20™ TO 22'“’ AUGUST , 2005
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The workshop of All India Coordinated Research Project (AICRP) on Agroforestry was held at
Central Soil Salinity Research Institute, Karnal from 20" to 22™ August, 2005. It was attended
by more than eighty researchers representing thirty two centre of the project out of a total of
thirty five centres. They include all the twenty five coordinating centers located in different
State Agricultural Universities and seven ICAR Research Institutes in addition to the Principal
Investigators of AP Cess Fund Research Project related to Agroforestry. Overall about 100
delegates participated in the workshop. Dr. J.S. Samra, Deputy Director General (Natural

Resource Management), Indian Council of Agriculture Research, New Delhi, was the Chief
Guest.

Dr. S.K. Dhyani, Project Coordinator of AICRP on Agroforestry and Director, NRC for
Agroftorestry, Jhansi highlighted the salient achievement of the project for the period under
report. He tocused on the priority areas for the future research in the project and emphasized
that the scientist working in this project should play pivotal role in screening the superior
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genotypes of Jatropha
and karanj with higher
oil content, developing
complete package of
practices for raising
large scale plantation
multiplication of the
species and integration
of these species in
different agroforestry
systems. He proposed
to Initiate a network
project with a team of
multidisciplinary
scientist to study the
cause of shisham and
kikar mortality, its
remedial measures and screening of the resistant germplasm. Dr. K.R. Solanki, ADG (AF), in
his address put up the challenge before the researchers to look forward towards the role of
agroforestry in livelihood security, poverty elimination, and employment generation. In
addition, he urged the scientists to sensitize farmers about the role of quality planting material
In increasing the productivity of the system strengthen institute-industry linkage and to tackle
the issues of global warming and carbon sequestration. |

Dr. J.S. Samra, DDG (NRM), informed that agriculture productivity is major issue before the
Government, which has more or less stagnated in the recent past. To meet these challenges,
farming system approach in totality has to be adopted. Agroforestry is an important
component of farming system approach. If there is need to systematically analyse the
agroforestry systems in different agroclimatic regions. He emphasized that the planning of
agroforestry research should be to improve the socio-economic level of poor, landless and
marginal farmers and women. There is need for more studies on carbon sequestration. The

promotion ot agroforestry will accelerate carbon balance when we go for carbon trading, as
trees are big sequester of carbon.

During the workshop the Officer-in-Charge of coordinating centres presented the annual
progress report of their respective centers. The Plenary session was presided over by Dr. K.R.
Solanki in the afternoon of 22™ August. Dr. PS. Pathak, Director, IGFRI, Jhansi was the Chief
Guest of the function. Dr. PS. Pathak, appreciated the achievements of the project. He told that
work on indigenous species is our strength. There should be some difference in our approach
when we treat agroforestry as livelihood security and when we work for entrepreneurs. For
entrepreneurs we must think about market, economic viability etc. The AICRP on Agroforestry is
different from other AICRPs as it pursue region specific research approach and thus there can not
be uniform approach at all the centers. However, some uniform and specialized approach is
needed for all the centers. At the end , Dr. S.K. Dhyani, proposed vote of thanks and thanked
specially Dr. G.B. Singh, Director, CSSRI, Karnal for providing the facilities for the workshop.
